Jack Mitchell’s 2009 Message to Division 5 Auxiliarists 
 
I want to share some ideas with you about how to improve Division 5. 
 
At the fall district conference we were addressed by all three 5th district southern region sector 
commanders 
 
Capt. Trapp, sector Hampton roads, said “you are impressive, I am impressed by you, you have 
provided 100,000 hours of volunteer time to the coast guard this year 
 
Capt. Kelly, sector Baltimore discussed survival of the fittest, according to Charles Darwin, it is not 
the smartest or the strongest that survive, it is those that adapt to change 
 
Capt. Ryan, sector North Carolina said she was stationed in the northwest, and she marveled about the 
redwood trees that have survived for centuries.  She commented that redwoods have very shallow 
roots, and they have been able to survive by entangling their roots with the trees around them, 
 
The coast guard has driven us to change.  it is time for us to take some initiative to improve ourselves, 
we can if like the redwoods we stand together 
 
Division 5 has 6 flotillas and about 260 members.  We have one flotilla with 18 members and one with 
98 members.  Regardless of size, it is always difficult for the commanders to recruit a full slate of staff 
officers; frequently the elected officers perform staff work.  We are usually fortunate to achieve 30% 
member participation.  Tonight we have 77 Division 5 Auxiliarists present that is 30%. 
 
Just imagine all of the possibilities if we achieved 50 or 60% involvement.   
 
Recruiting is job 1, but what do we do with our new members?   
 
I asked a flotilla commander why none of his members attended the class.  He said “I don’t know I 
sent them an e-mail”. 
 
Let’s change…. let’s talk to our members face to face 
We don’t get new members by e-mail, we talk to them.  We need to continue talking to them after they 
become members, and inspire them to achieve. 
Members need training; we need new member training, APC, VE, IT, OPS, marine safety and 
specialty courses every year.  Flotillas do not have the resources, but if we entangle our roots, share 
our resources, use our qualified instructors to teach courses for all 260 members, we will be stronger 
and we will attract a higher level of participation. 
 
Commanders inspire your member to achieve! 
 
Scott lauder, FC 59 in Smithfield, told me he cannot get anyone to attend his PE courses because the 
state courses are taught in the area at no charge. Last December Past Commodore Ev Tucker asked for 
an auxiliarist to help teach a state boating course in Suffolk.   Scott looked into it and will be teaching 
a state course.  Not perfect …no income, but he will be preaching the gospel of good boating, and gets 
exposure to recruit new members.  What is wrong with that? 
 



Commanders, empower your members to improve their mission! 
 
Flotilla 54 has experienced a downturn in their ability to maintain an active program.  The hero’s of 
54, men like Ed Parkman, Cecil Chapman, and many others are having health issues due to age.  54 
has a new champion, a new leader, Keith Barber, who as a member of flotilla 57 recognized the need.  
Keith, a very busy professional working in the defense industry, transferred to flotilla 54 and is 
making it his mission to rebuild the once vibrant flotilla 54. 
 
Let us inspire …………… empower ……….. improve …… Division 5 
 
lets us make it our objective, to free our commanders of staff work, so they can talk to every member 
of their flotillas, one-on-one, nurture the good work, encourage participation, providing training and 
opportunity 
 
Next time a sector commander says, I am impressed by you, he will say thank you for 200,000 hours 
of volunteer time.
